During her service at SMLS, she ad-
ministered the busy office that provid-
ed free civil legal aid to low-income 
residents of 36 towns. After dramat-
ic cutbacks in federal funding in the 
early 1980s, King lined up new fund-
ing sources for SMLS from foundation 
grants and private donations.

King earned a reputation as a self-
less advocate for the delivery of le-
gal services to the poor. She fought 
valiantly for critical funding, but in a 
cheerful, enthusiastic way that ob-
servers described as nearly impossi-
ble to resist. Her willingness to help 
out in whatever way was needed was 
renowned, as was her warm, personal 
style and sense of humor.

As both an MBF Grantee and a Fel-
low, King actively worked with the 
Foundation to help advance its mis-
sion. She will be greatly missed.
